Modified Chief Accountability Captain Announcement Sheets

The C.A. Captain says the Angelus, the Grace before dinner and Thanksgiving after dinner. (pp. 28 – 29)
At the end of the meal wait for the hostess to signal before beginning the Captain’s announcements.

The Rector will give a welcoming talk at the end of all the announcements.

1. Good evening gentlemen and welcome to beautiful St. Joseph’s in The Hills and the 71st retreat of the Wilmington Men of Malvern.  Our retreat this year is dedicated to the memory of Paul Ackerman who passed away January 7th.  As many of you know, Paul was our leader for many years and a past President of Malvern.



2. My name is Frank Strawser and I am your C.A. Captain.

This is my fourth year to serve you as C.A. Captain and I thank you for the opportunity.  Beginning next year, John Murray will serve a four year term as C.A. Captain.   He will be followed by Larry Bucci in 2009.  John and Larry please stand for recognition.



3. A special thanks to all you recruiting captains.  Would you please stand.


4. At this time I would like all first time retreatants to please stand.

I ask all of us to be a guide for these men through this weekend.



5. A special thank you to this year’s Retreat Masters … Fr. Paul Henry and Fr. Dennis O’Donnell.



6. SILENCE: Out of respect for other retreatants and the integrity of this retreat, silence is expected of each retreatant during the course of this weekend.  The purpose of a retreat is to listen to God and reflect upon our life.  Silence is the language by which we can do that.  St Joseph’s is a place of quiet – the slightest noise travels far.  Please be respectful of the purpose for which we are all here.


7. THE PRYAER LIST: Please use the Prayer Slips at your table to indicate the names and intentions you wish remembered and have one man at each table bring them to the head table.  These intentions will be remembered in prayer during this weekend.



8. POCKET CARD: When you registered, you received a pocket card with a tear off portion containing information about your address and number of years making retreats.  If it is still in your possession, please return it to the Registration Table.


9. ADORATION: Adoration begins tomorrow with a process from the chapels at the beginning of Morning Prayer.  Please check the bulletin boards in the respective libraries tonight for the time of your individual adoration.  It may also be written on your pocket card you received at Registration.



10. All Masses will be held in Upper McShain.  This permits us better utilization of the liturgy, coordination of the cantors and the like.



11. This year the Bishop could not be with us because he is in Rome.  However, we are extremely fortunate to have Msgr. Lemon with us this evening.  He will concelebrate Mass with us this evening following dinner.  Thank you Msgr., we truly appreciate your being able to spend time with use this evening.  Again Mass will follow dinner and the opening conference will be at 9:15.



12. Tonight there will be a procession to the Grotto of Our Lady.  Weather permitting we will depart from our respective chapels at approximately 10:00 PM.  We need volunteers to lead the Rosary.  St. Joe’s will take the upper road and Our Lady’s the lower road to the Grotto.  Those who volunteered to carry a votive candle can lead the respective procession to the Grotto.  Those requiring assistance of the van… it will depart from the back of St. Joe’s at 10”05 and our Lady’s at 10:08.



13. One more for Christ… bring a friend is our continued theme.  It continues to be a success for us.


14. Any problems with assignments… see your Registration Team following dinner or anytime thereafter.  Cabrey Hall falls under St; Joe’s for adoration.



15. PHOTOGRAPHER: A picture will be taken tomorrow morning of any man who is to receive recognition for 25 or 50 years of attendance.  If you think this is your 25th or 50th year please see me after the announcements.  There will also be a Father-Son and New Retreatant & Sponsor picture taken.



16. PREFECTS: A Prefect is assigned to each floor and is responsible for the conduct of the men on the floor.  He awakens retreatants by saying “Let us bless the Lord” and the retreatants answer by saying “And give thanks to God”.  He also leads the Angelus at 7:20 A.M. (Page 28 in the manual).



17. PARKING REGULATINOS: The Fire Marshall’s regulations prohibit parking on the roadways and paths because they are fire lanes.  Please park your car in one of the three designated parking lots.  In past retreats ambulances and fire equipment were blocked.  The retreat house can be fined if cars are parked on the roadways of the grounds.



18. REGISTRATION: All men who have not registered please report to the Library immediately after dinner.



19. SMOKING: Due to health and safety considerations, the Retreat House has a policy of NO SMOKING in any of the rooms or buildings with the exception of Lower McShain where cigarette smoking is permitted.  If you smoke outside please be conscious of the proper disposal of your butts.



20. ONE LAST PRECAUTIONARY NOTE: Please familiarize yourself with the fire extinguishers on your floor.  The Retreat House is concerned with your safety and security.  Also, when leaving your room take cash and other valuables with you.

IN the event of an Emergency and you need to call 911, be clear to the operator where the Retreat House is and where on the property you need emergency assistance.  Please try to contact the captain, rector, sacristans or the men at the book store.

2. PRIVATE ADORATION: Remember to check the lists.  Your Adoration period takes precedence over all other activities except Mass.  If you have a conflict, please see a member of the Registration Team.

The clock outside the Adoration Chapel is the official timepiece for the Adoration periods.  This is a time in the weekend set aside for you and your private conversation with God.  Upon entering the Adoration Chapel move to the right, kneel and stay there until the man on Adoration leaves.  You then move to the kneeler or chair for your Adoration period.  All retreatants are asked to move in and out promptly so they do not impose upon another man’s time.


3. Any retreatant who has not REGISTERED, please report to the head table after these announcements…


4. The Religious Articles and Gift Store in St. Joseph’s Hall will be open throughout the entire weekend.  Store hours are posted on the Bulletin Boards.


5. ARCHIVES CENTER: All retreatants are invited to visit the Archives Center in Lower McShain.
